1 the s tate and flooded fifty f e e t deep in 
the eoorse of the s ta te ' s work. 

Lawrence VanOleef i s the n a m e of t h e 
pioneer w h o late In 1797, es tabl i shed h i s 
hone s e a r the rajplds in the Seneca river 
oa the "flats ." H e became one of the 
«arly bns iness men of ability and s tand­
ing In the se t t l ement and a t h i s death 
was bnried in the old Prospec t Hi l l cem­
etery back of the Seneca F a l l s Hosp i ta l . 
The little burying ground n o w s t a n d s ou t 

'on a point jut t ing into t h e lojte. 
The village authorit ies n o w h a v e avai l ­

able a fund of $500 which M y n d e r s e 
VanCleef. of I thaca, a l a w y e r and bank­
er donated for use in improving the land 
shout the lake.
